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Introduction 

This guide lists atlases that are likely to show your old house or land that your ancestor once owned, 
or both.   
 
About this collection: 
 

 Atlases cover the city of Buffalo, or the towns and villages of Erie County, or both.   

 Coverage is best for the City of Buffalo.   

 Usually, only one atlas per decade was published showing details such as buildings or names 
of landowners. 

 
For architectural researchers, Sanborn maps, also called fire insurance atlases, give the most detail.  
Our Sanborn collection is incomplete.  In the volumes we do have, some pages are missing or 
mutilated. 
 

 We own many local maps and atlases in addition to the ones listed here but they show only 
roads and streets, not buildings or land owners.
