 Basic Human Needs Subcommittee (of Akron-Newstead Community Coalition) 

meetings 8/24 and 9/28.  Erie County Department of Social Services is moving toward 

having Newstead Library as a satellite office for patrons to obtain information and 

enroll in programs.  Interns from the University of Buffalo will be trained on the 

computer program that supports this project. Intend to be on site once a week. A 

publicity campaign will start late October-early November.  A memo of Understanding 

will be in place between the library and DSS interns. 

 Bricks/pavers/ sidewalk repair project will be going to bid.  Councilman Jendrowski 

reviewed bid specifications and options. He will inquire as to the possibility of village 

& town Department of Public Works staff assisting in the project. 

 New landscaping was performed in the rear of the library.   

 $11,000 grant from senator Ranzenhofer to be used to update technology and improve 

the library.
